Starting BackupGenie:

1. Check if BackupGenie icon [image: image1.png]


 is visible in lower right hand corner of screen.


If so, then BackupGenie is already running (Skip to Setting up BackupGenie).

If not, then Click on Start ( Programs ( Startup ( BackupGenie
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Setting up BackupGenie:


1. Right-Click on BackupGenie icon [image: image3.png]


 located in lower right hand corner of screen.


2. Select Settings      [image: image4.png]Language >
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You should now see this screen: 
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To create a New Backup setting:



1. Click on New


2. Enter “filename” in Name text window.


3. Click on icon  [image: image6.png]


 next to Folder text window to select folder(s) to backup.



4. Enter filters to include files in Filters + text window.




Example:  file1*; file2*   




(This will include all files that start with ‘file1’ or ‘file2’ in the filename.)



5. Enter filters to exclude files in Filters – text window.




Example:  *.DAT; *.CAB




(This will exclude all files that have a ‘.dat’ and ‘.cab’ file extension.)



6. Click on icon [image: image7.png]


 next to Archive text window to select location of backup file.



    You can also manually enter the location, such as:




E:\backup_folder\filename.zip



7. Set the Update Freq with the number of times you want the backup to run per 




Month/Week/Day/Hour/Minute.



8. Place a check next to Recurs in subfolders


9. Click on Incremental naming.



10. Place a check next to Enable incremental naming then check Counter and Date
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11. Enter the number of backup files to save before deleting old backup files in the 




Number of archives to keep text window


12. Click OK


13. Place a check next to Task enabled and set Zip Compression level to 9



14. Click OK & Save
